•	 During SFY 2021, 56.7% of MCH grantees 
provided services to the Adolescent 
population.

•	 Local MCH agencies provided 721 
adolescents with well visit education.

•	 Through WHY (Whole Healthy You) campaign, 
Title V and 60 partnering agencies bring 
attention to youth health.

•	 The Youth Health Guide provides vetted 
information for youth and families.

•	 11 local agencies provided services to an 
estimated 384 KanCare-eligible pregnant 
and/or postpartum adolescents through the 
Teen Pregnancy Targeted Case Management 
program.

•	 Title V added behavioral health screening 
forms to the DAISEY data system for local 
MCH agencies.

•	 Continue to promote Bright FuturesTM 
guidelines for preventive care/well 
visits.

•	 Implement youth-friendly quality 
improvement strategies to MCH 
agencies that are serving adolescents.

•	 Continue to utilize the Whole Healthy 
You campaign to bring attention to 
health awareness events, highlighting 
portions of the Youth Health Guide 
throughout the year.

•	 Through KSKidsMAP, promote the 
Pediatric Mental Health Toolkit among 
providers. Expand each section of the 
toolkit to focus on different mental 
health topics.
